Logistics

Housing is in the Cite universi-
taire in the |4th arrondissement, a
working-class neighborhood. The
Cite is like a dorm, but also con-
tains kitchens, two dining halls,
free internet access and a regular
café. They will provide breakfast
daily. Classes will be held in the
Bastille area of Paris at Accent;
free internet on site.

Transportation: Students ar-
range from their own transporta-
tion to and from Paris. We wiill
provide a Metro pass which allows
you to ride anywhere inside Paris.

Entrance fees: Most fees for the
group will be covered in program
costs. A few visits are at student
expense. We will tour each morn-
ing Monday-Thursday, visiting at
least one site per day.

Excursions on Fridays are cov-
ered by program fees. We will visit
3 sites: Chartres cathedral, the
Museum of the Renaissance and
Vaux-le-Vicomte and Blandy-les-
Tours, a Renaissance and medieval
castle respectively.

Paris as a Text

Spring courses will
prepare you to
make a 10 minute
video reading of

I Paris as a Text.

The program culmi-
' nates June 3-30
when you spend 28
days in Paris at the
Cite universitaire, a
dorm-like setting
where you will live
& eat . Each morning you will set out to see
the sites of Paris or its environs. Classes
will take place on alternating days in the
afternoon at the Accent site, except Paris as
a Text which will meet daily. Fridays we
leave Paris, making excursions to neighbot-
ing sites. Weekends you will be free to
work on your movie or to travel.

While in Paris for a month, the program
explores the relationships of culture, lan-
guage and place. Students will be loaned an
iPod, laptop, microphone and digital cam-
era for the two semester sequence of
courses. Lectures & walking tours will be
downloaded onto your iPods; microphones
will allow you to conduct interviews on the
spot. Laptops and cameras will be shared
among the students. We will spend as
much time as possible exploring, and you
will have the technology to get the work
done (lectures, papers, movies) in your un-
scheduled time.

Spring semester courses include:

HUM 499.008/MLNG 499.002 Cultural Perceptions
The purpose of this course is to learn what influ-
ences our cultural perceptions (global influences) and
how this effects intercultural communication. With
this base we will define culture, communication and
their nexus and learn methods for interpreting cul-
ture & communication in terms of historical influ-
ences and their impact on identity to the goal of
reading expressions of that identity (culture) dialecti-
cally: non-verbal codes, cultural space, marginality,
popular culture, conflict & coalition building.

HUM 499.002/MLNG 499.001 Paris: Culture & History
This course will provide a general background to the
history (political, social, economic) of Paris and its
culture. The goals of this course include a general
background knowledge to contextualize cultural arti-
facts that will be encountered in Paris in the course
of Paris as a Text.

HUM 499.007 Humanities & Technology

This course is designed to explore the visualization
and documentation of culture and cultural images
using visual, video and audio technology. Student will
learn approaches to make digital videos and to prac-
tice various visual interpretation and documentation,
multimedia production techniques, storytelling, story-
boarding.

Summer semester courses:

Take Paris as a Text plus one of the
two electives: La France culinaire or
Comparative Government and Politics.

Paris as text (rubric for credit can be arranged
to fit your program of study)

Goal of the course is to read Patis critically.
Clearly you cannot read all of it, so you must
make a selection and justify and contextual-
ize that choice. To critically read Paris then
is to interpret Paris methodically or system-
atically based on clearly explained assump-
tions, according to the discipline for which
you are garnering credit.. The quality of the
interpretation will be based upon the thor-
oughness of the analysis: clarity, accuracy,
precision, relevance, depth, breadth, logic,
and significance will all play equal roles in
the evaluation of your work.

FREN299/399 La France culinaire

This course will further explore how culture
impacts daily life through food. Students will
interview locals, visit related sites, read mate-
rials about cuisine and prepare food, taught
in French.

PSCI 348.001 Comparative Govt and Politics.

This course will examine governmental
structures, processes and ideologies with
particular focus on France and the European
Union.
