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History of Buildings/Sites

1. *Chancellor T.M. McConnell House (Burt House; Erwin House) – 517 E. 5th St.
Period of Significance: 1875-1949

The McConnell House is historically significant for its architecture structuring. It is an excellent example of the Second Empire style. It was used as a domestic house and is currently vacant. 
2. *Gaskill House (Mahoney-Clark House): 427 E. 5th St.

Period of Significance: 1875-1899 

The Gaskill House was built in 1883 and is historically significant for its Italianate and Eastlake architectural features. This house was used as a place of living. It is now used for commerce and trade.
3. *Brabson House: 407 E. 5th St.
Period of Significance: 1850-1874


The Brabson House was built in 1857-1858 by Congressman Reese Brabson. During the Civil War, the house was used as hospital for officers and later as a headquarter. In 1878, it was used as a hospital again during the Yellow Fever Epidemic. The mansion was later destroyed by a fire in 1881 but was rebuilt. D.B. Loveman became the owner of the property and house who added on a three-sided portico in the early 20th century.

4. *Wiley Memorial United Methodist Church: 504 Lookout St
Period of Significance: 1875-1899


Worship services have been held at this site since 1838 in the “little log school house” which was also used as……. The present building was built in 1887 and was known as the St. Mark’s Methodist Episcopal Church at that time. The construction of the church was completed by the members of the congregation. In January of 1978, Wiley Memorial was padlocked by city officials after it was ruled as too dangerous to use. The building was restored after a successful attempt of a fundraiser led by a long time member, John Dodds. This church is believed to be the first African-American congregation in East Tennessee. The church holds a historic pipe organ (no long in use) and is noted for its gorgeous stained glass windows. Its current name is the Bethlehem-Wiley Church.
5. *Louise Terrace Apartments: 314 and 316 Walnut St. Chattanooga 
Period of Significance: 1925-1949

6. *Faxon-Thomas Mansion (Hunter Museum of Art): 10 Bluff View Ave 
Period of Significance: 1900-1924

7. *Ross’s Landing Park/Plaza: 101 Market St. – Adjacent to Aquarium- 
Period of Significance: 1800-1849 

This area represents the trading center owned by John Ross who started business in 1816 with a warehouse, boat landing and ferry service. As the southern landing point of a ford to cross the Tennessee River, Ross’s Landing was an important supply route for the religious missions to the Cherokees and later to the entire Cherokee nation. A stockade was located in the same area where the Cherokee Indians were held in 1838 before the trip on the Trail of Tears. A bridge was built for use during the Civil War but was washed away by a flood in 1867. As the southern landing point of a ford to cross the Tennessee River, Ross’s Landing was an important supply route for the religious missions to the Cherokees and later to the entire Cherokee nation. A scenic four-acre plaza now represents this historical site. It is the setting for the Tennessee Aquarium and Visitors Center and is linked to the Tennessee River and the River Park. A time-line of local history is included in the makeup of the cultural sites of Ross’s Landing. This area has been deemed as “the front porch of the city.”
8. Chattanooga Coca-Cola Bottling Co. (Ben & Jerry’s) 
Benjamin Thomas and Joseph Whitehead bought bottling rights in 1899, and started the world’s first Coca-Cola bottling company in the same year in Chattanooga. The original location was at 17 Market Street where Patten Parkway is now located (see historical site20). The business grew and moved to 201 Broad Street as represented on the map (where Ben & Jerry’s now stands). In 1970, the bottling plant moved again to its current location on Amnicola Highway. The Company celebrated its 100-year anniversary in 1999 and placed a plaque at the location of the original plant.

9. *Car Barns Building (Sports Barn): 301 Market St.

Period of Significance: 1875—1949
This site was used for city transportation between 1887 and 1978. The south part of 3rd Street was constructed in 1887, and held mules and horses which were used to pull street cars. The north part of 3rd Street was constructed in 1907, and was used for offices and to hold the street cars themselves. The city bus system then used the barns until they were moved to a larger facility. The Sports Barn fitness center now resides at this location.
10. *Newton Chevrolet Building: 329 Market St.

Period of Significance: 1925-1949 

The Newton Chevrolet Building was built in the 1920’s. It is one of the last classic car showrooms from that era. It still has the original blend of Classical and Spanish detailing. Lincoln was the first model of car sold in this building which is symbolized on the L’s on the terra-cotta panels. 
11. *Tivoli Theater: 709 Broad St.

Period of Significance: 1875-1899 

The Tivoli was constructed in 1921 by the renowned Chicago architectural firm of Rap and Rap. It was made as an exact but smaller replica of the Cincinnati Riveria for $750,000 and was considered at that time “the finest little theater in the South.” The Tivoli was also the public building in the south to have air conditioning. The theater was partially renovated in 1963 and save from destruction. The city of Chattanooga purchased the Tivoli in 1976 to be used as a cultural center. In 1987, there was a major renovation costing $7 million including a larger stage, new dressing rooms and support space. Today the “Jewel Box of the South” houses the Chattanooga Symphony and Opera Association. The Tivoli Center also hosts a wide variety of tours during the year. 
12. *McClellan Building: 721 Broad St.

Period of Significance: 1900-1924

This building was constructed in 1924 as the Provident Life and Accident Building and was designed by R.H. Hunt. It is ornate with classical details and is considered to be one of the most unusual office buildings in Chattanooga. 

13. *James Building: 735 Broad St. 

Period of Significance: 1900-1924 

This building was constructed as the first modern office structure in 1907 by the Chattanooga developer Charles E. James. It has often been called Chattanooga’s first skyscraper. It was designed by R.H. Hunt who used a neoclassical style.

14. *Chattanooga Bank Building (First Tennessee Bank):

Corner of 7th St. and Market St. 
Period of Significance: 1925-1949

This fifteen story skyscraper building was built in 1911 and was Chattanooga’s tallest building at that time. This building was designed by R.H. Hunt as a Beaux-Arts style and replaced the old City National Bank Building that was built in the 1870’s. A modern upgrade took place in 1966 in which a metal sheath covered up much of the original brick exterior. The Bank went bankrupt in 1976 and was sold to the current owner, First Tennessee Bank.

15. *Central Block Building (United Way): 630-638 Market St.
Period of Significance: 1875-1899

This commercial building is located in the heart of downtown Chattanooga and was built in 1883. It was built with a Victorian Italianate style designed by architect Adrian DeLisle. The first floor was used as a retail space and the second and third floors were used for office space and social clubs. At the turn of the century it was used as the location of the famous “Live and Let Live Drug Store.” The building was slated to be torn down in 1993, but was renovated instead and is currently the home to the United Way of Greater Chattanooga.

16. *Miller Brother’s Department Store (Blue Cross-Blue Shield): 629 Market St.

Period of Significance: 1875-1949 

This is another building designed by R.H. Hunt which was built in the 1890’s. The building was hidden by a cerica-1960’s “modern covering”. Blue Cross-Blue Shield restored the exterior and converted the interior into offices.
17. *Heritage Building (Schwartz, Robert, and Co. Building):736-738 Cherry St.
Period of Significance: 1900-1924


This is a historically significant building because of its late Gothic Revival style of architecture.  It was and is currently used for commerce and trade.
18. Loveman’s Building 
This building was built by D.B. Loveman and was called Loveman and Company Store. It was one of Chattanooga’s finest department stores for around 100 years. It was damaged by a fire in 1892, and was expanded in the 1950’s and 1960’s with the purchase of several buildings. In the 1970’s it was renovated with an aluminum façade to be competitive with new shopping malls, but is now being slowly returned back to its old look. 

19. Volunteer State Life Building 
20. *Market Square-Patten Parkway (Patten Parkway): E. 8th and 9th Sts., Georgia and Lindsay  Aves.
Period of Significance: 1875-1949


This area represents an area of the City Market which served as a catalyst for other development in this historical district. This row of Victorian commercial structures was built in 1888 by a Cincinnati investment firm. This commercial area was the home of the original site of the Coca-Cola Bottling Company.  

21. *Old Library (Carnegie Library): 200 E. 8th St.

Period of Significance: 1900-1924


 This is another building designed by R.H. Hunt with a neoclassical style. It served as one of the many public buildings built across the country in the early 20th century with the support from the philanthropist, Andrew Carnegie. The library was opened in 1905 and served as Chattanooga’s library till its closing in 1940.
22. *Och’s Building (Dome Building): Georgia Ave and 8th St.

Period of Significance: 1875-1899 


This Italian Renaissance building was designed by D’Lemos and Cordes of New York and built in 1891 for The Chattanooga Times. This was a newspaper by Adolph S. Ochs and the building was originally known as The Ochs or Times Building. The New York Times was later purchased by Ochs. 
23. Flat Iron Building 
This building was constructed in 1911 as a four story apartment building with stores on the ground floor. It is significant for its brickwork and triangular shape. It got its name after its shape – flat iron.
24. *Hamilton County Court House: W. 6th St. and Georgia Ave

Period of Significance: 1900-1924 

The first courthouse building was struck by lightning in the violent storm of 1910. The new Hamilton County Court House was dedicated in 1913. It was designed by R.H. Hunt and cost $350,000. There are statues on the courthouse grounds that represent General A. P. Stewart of Tennessee (who campaigned in the area in 1863) and John Ross (See historical site 7). 

25. Fireman’s Fountain  

This Fountain was dedicated June 9, 1998 as a tribute to the first Chattanoogan fireman who died in the line of duty. The funds for the fountain were raised from a citizen’s committee. The fountain memorial symbolizes the readiness of firemen to protect property and lives from the “ravages of direful fire.”
