Psychology Teaching Assistantships

Tentative Job Descriptions

Note:  The 300-level assistantships may not be available every semester.
Psychology 100. Study Skills lab.
Meet a group of 5 to10 Psychology 101 students twice a week.  Each meeting lasts 50 minutes.  Conduct exercises in study skills tied to the content of the PSY 101 course.  Answer questions students might have about Psychology 101 lectures.

Psychology 204. Introductory Statistics.
Meet a group of 10-12 Psychology 201 students once a week.  Each meeting lasts two hours.  Supervise student conduct of laboratory exercises from the PSY 201 lab manual.  Facilitate the students' use of SPSS.  Answer questions students might have about Psychology 201 lectures.  Grade take-home laboratory exercises.

Psychology 202. Research Methods.
Meet a group of 10-12 Psychology 202 students once a week.  Each meeting lasts two hours.  Supervise student conduct of laboratory exercises from the PSY 202 lab manual.  Answer questions students might have about Psychology 202 lectures.  Supervise creation of student research projects and grade reports of those research projects. 

Psychology 313. Cognitive processes.
Meet a group of 5-10 PSY 313 students once a week.  Supervise student completion of a series of classic experiments in cognition.  Includes giving a brief introduction to material, assisting with data collection, and guiding interpretation of results.  Grade reports written for each experiment.

Psychology 345.
Meet a group of 5 to 10 PSY 345 students once a week.  Supervise student exercises in scoring and interpreting tests.  May require knowledge of SPSS.  May require supervision of student construction, administration, and scoring of a questionnaire.
