Call for Submissions

Faculty, students, and practitioners in I-O or other professions related to applied psychology are
invited to submit proposals for poster and paper presentations. The submission deadline is
September 10, 2008. However, to ease processing and provide you a larger planning window, we
would appreciate receiving your proposals any time after May 1, 2008. Submissions will be
reviewed and authors notified of acceptance within two months of submission (or by September
26, 2008, whichever comes first). Presentati ons at this year’s RCICC
last 50 minutes. Each room in our conference facility will be equipped with a projector, screen,
laptop computer, and internet connectivity.

Posters submitted to RCIO may be of two formats: (1) Research Proposals or (2) Completed Research accompanied by a
paper.

Completed
projects should include names and affiliations of all authors, the poster/paper title, and abstract (up to 400 words), and a
copy of the complete paper prepared according to APA style. Top papers and posters of completed research (well-designed
pilot studies are acceptable) with a student first author (undergraduate or graduate) will be selected to appear in a special
issue of the journal Modern Psychological Studi es that will be published in conjunction with the conference. All
submissions should also be sent to Dr. Bart Weathington.
