
 
 
 

Mapping from 
CURRICULUM to EXPLORE 

In Middle School Mathematics 
Professional Development Workshop 

DESCRIPTION:  This workshop is designed for middle school mathematics teachers and will 

provide information and activities to  

 increase understanding of the new state curriculum standards 

 expand teaching methodologies and link methodologies to the new standards 

 investigate how the EXPLORE and TCAP questions relate to the new standards 

 increase students’ technical reading skills and mathematics vocabulary  

 expand students’ test taking strategies  

 efficiently use document cameras, projectors, and the Interwrite School Pad in 

the math classroom 

Attendees will receive a stipend of $250 for the week-long workshop as well as a document 

camera, LCD projector, and Interwrite School Pad which will remain with the school district.  

Two one-half-day follow-up workshops will be held in the fall for the participants to share the 

“Best Practices” they have developed as a result of the summer workshop.  The participants will 

receive a stipend of $25 for each of the follow-up workshops.  Parking will be provided free of 

charge to attendees.
