Criminal Background Check for State Licensure
Effective June 1, 2006 applicants for initial licensure in Tennessee (not renewal or reinstatement) must obtain a criminal background check.  Title 63-7-115 gives the board authority to deny a license based on criminal convictions.   Rules 1000-1-.13 (2) lists those convictions for denial of a license and states students are not eligible until five years post conviction.  However, denial of a license is not limited to those listed convictions.

Students are not to call the Tennessee Board of Nursing office regarding their eligibility for licensure prior to enrolling in school.  The Tennessee Board of Nursing does not make that decision prior to application for licensure and can not provide students with that information.
