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Many of the clinical agencies the School of Nursing utilizes require their staff to have H1N1 flu vaccination.  This means students and faculty entering clinical agencies must meet this standard as well.   Students or faculty who cannot take the vaccination for medical or religious reasons must provide documentation to be filed in the School of Nursing.  Students and faculty who do not take the H1N1 vaccination may be required to wear a mask while in the clinical agencies.  The School of Nursing requires students and faculty to have Part A of the form completed by the healthcare provider who gives you the H1N1 vaccination.
