Preference will be given to the candidates whose research interests complement
those of the Department which include Ordinary and Partial Differential Equations, Difference
Equations, Biomathematical Modeling, Combinatorics and Graph Theory, Linear Algebra, Matrix
Theory, Numerical Analysis, Linear Programming, and Optimization. These are one year positions but
they are renewable.

Applications from women and minorities are especially encouraged. Screening of all applicants will
begin January 15, 2012, and will continue until all positions are filled. In addition to submitting an
AMS Standard Cover Sheet, a curriculum vitae, an unofficial transcript, and other supporting
documents, applicants should arrange for three letters of recommendation to be addressed to Professor
Ronald Smith, Chair of the Hiring Committee.
