Call to Order: Mr. Bowman called the meeting to order.
Minutes: Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes of the July 21 meeting.
Guest: Dawn Blackwell, Senior Line Manager, Erlanger Health System 
Ms Blackwell is the Project Coordinator for University Health Services, which provides healthcare services to students, faculty and staff and student athletes. The university issued an RFP in April this year and Erlanger was selected among several bidders. Services became effective August 1 at the current site of student health and are staffed by a Nurse Practitioner with physician oversight. 
University Health Services will transition to the UT Family Practice building, at the corner of Central and 3rd Streets, on January 1, 2009. This location is accessible by the MOCS Express shuttle. Students will funnel through student health and can be seen by a host of sub-specialty physicians if needed. Prior to this partnership, there was a perception that the student health center treated only students. Faculty and staff, as well as family members, will be seen at Family Practice and should bring an insurance card and co-pay, if applicable. A 41% discount will be given to students lacking insurance and financial counselors are available to assist them. 
Mr. Nelson said they had been instructed that when a student was taken to the emergency room, they were to inform ER personnel that the patient is a UTC student. He said a non-athlete student was injured during an Intramural game and was taken to Erlanger’s emergency room on Thursday night. The student was not expecting or requesting special treatment but was simply doing what he was told and was treated rudely. Ms Blackwell said there seemed to be a communication gap and assured Mr. Nelson that she would address the situation. 

Erlanger has worked hard to identify and treat athletes, as there is a specific process in place to treat them. Ms Blackwell said treatment of athletes is not special but different and student athletes must be accompanied by a trainer to the hospital. The advantage for students using Erlanger’s Emergency Room versus another hospital is that follow-up care can be received at Family Practice with no delay in attaining medical records. 
Ms Blackwell is speaking with the ESC, ERC, and Faculty Senate to make them aware of health services for faculty and staff. University Health Services will have a booth at the Student Health Fair this week and was also present for New Faculty Orientation. Chris Smith was interviewed by the ECHO and there has been discussion about providing links on the UTC website to University Health Services. 
Ms Blackwell said flu shots would be available this year. 

Town Hall Meeting
A combined meeting of the ESC, ERC, SGA, and Faculty Senate is planned for early October with members of the senior administration. Mr. Bowman will contact members with the date and location of the meeting. 
A motion was made and seconded to cancel the regularly scheduled October 20th meeting.
