Curriculum Proposals for the 02/21/08 Faculty Senate Meeting
The following curriculum proposals have been considered and approved by the committee.

08-026: Foreign Languages & Literatures. Create four new courses: Portuguese 101,
Portuguese 102, Portuguese 211, and Portuguese 212. Approved: 6-0-0.

08-054: TPA Creation of a Minor in Education. Approved: 8-0-0.
08-055: Phil/Rel: Change in Requirements for Major and Minor in Religion. 8-0-0.

08-062: HHP Exercise Science Major Changes. Approved: 6-1-0.






Emphasis on oral proficiency and cultural awareness of the Portuguese speaking world,
in preparation for upper level courses. Class taught mostly in Portuguese. Spring
semester. Prerequisites: 211 or equivalent, or placement.

MODEL OF EVALUATION METHODS:

In the Intermediate Portuguese sequence (Portuguese 211 and 212) there will be a total of
5 tests each semester. They will include sentence completions, short answer questions,
short essay questions, reading comprehension, oral presentations, and oral proficiency
interviews. Please see the attached syllabi for the relative weight given to each
assignment.

RATIONALE FOR ADDING THESE FOUR COURSES:

The current spectrum of modern (spoken) languages taught in the department is limited,
consisting only of established sequences in French, German, and Spanish asf the only
selections for students in BA programs who wish to fulfill their foreign language
requirement. Since the interest in those three languages has leveled off, the department
has decided to expand the number of languages taught in the department to accommodate
the expanding interests of students who are beginning to engage in study abroad
opportunities in countries heretofore linguistically unavailable to them.

ECONOMIC IMPACT ADDING THESE FOUR COURSES:

There will be no additional expense for these courses. The Adjunct instructor who will
be teaching them has been teaching Spanish for the department since 1998. Because his
Ph.D. is in Portuguese, we have decided that making a transition into teaching the
Portuguese sequence would be an easy and desirable.

IMPACT ON OTHER DEPARTMENTS:

There will be no impact on other departments. Those that have a foreign language
requirement will only find that their students will have an additional option for fulfilling
that requirement.
