I.

Call to Order and Approval of the Minutes

Dr. Bartoo called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m.  The minutes were approved unanimously.
II.

Old Business
Dr. Pittenger moved that the second readings for the Education proposals be combined for the sake of time.  Dr. Edwards seconded the motion.

Dr. Lease moved to accept the proposals on the second reading.  Dr. Pittenger seconded the motion.  The proposals passed on the second reading with no further discussion, 10-0-0
III.

Addition of a Concentration to the M.Ed. in Elementary and Secondary 



Education Programs
Dr. Lease introduced Dr. Karen Adsit, Director of the Walker Teaching Resource Center.  Dr. Adsit explained that the typos in the proposal will be fixed, and there are some course numbers that will need to be adjusted.  Dr. Pittenger moved that the changes be dealt with in the next meeting.  Dr. Arfken suggested that the objectives be revised to reflect graduate level expectations.  Dr. Bartoo asked if that would change expectations for the course, because if it would that would be considered a substantive change.  Dr. Fell said that Graduate Council does not normally re-approve course objectives.  Dr. Novobilski asked if the changes were substantive.  Dr. Adsit answered that they were editorial.  Dr. Bartoo said he would like to table this discussion until the next meeting, and the Education faculty could correct some of the problems that were being seen internally instead of during Graduate Council meeting.  Dr. Edwards moved to table the discussion.
IV.

Graduate Faculty Membership
Dr. Wakim passed out the Graduate Faculty recommendations to the Council members.  She explained that the reason for the negative recommendation for two faculty is that they have only have master’s degrees, no terminal degrees in the field.
Dr. Pittenger moved to accept recommendations of the committee.  Dr. Thibadoux seconded the motion.  Recommendations passed 12-0-0.

Questions were then raised as to the reasoning for the denials.  Dr. Arfken said the denials usually came from lack of credentials or a degree from a non-accredited institution.  The worksheets were passed out, and questions were raised as to discrepancies between the recommendations and the worksheets.  Dr. Wakim said she would look into the discrepancies and report back to the Council during the next meeting.  Dr. Pittenger moved to rescind the vote and resubmit the recommendations during the next meeting.  The motion passed, 12-0-0.

Changes to the M.Ed. Licensure Track
Dr. Pittenger moved to accept the proposal on the first reading.  Dr. Petzko seconded it.  The proposal passed on the first reading, 14-0-0.
