Homecoming Event Descriptions
Banner Painting

This event will be held on Saturday, October 9. The committee is responsible for organizing the location for painting banners. They will be in charge of making sure the organizations have water for paint brushes, a plastic tarp under the banners, and stay within the time limit. Also, the committee will need to be at the event which is most of the day.

Kick-off
