University Technology Committee

September 7, 2001

1. Welcome and Introduction of Members

Dr. Trimpey, Chair, welcomed the members (old and new) to the first meeting of the University Technology Committee for 2001-2002.  He asked each member to introduce themselves.  The following members were present:   Karen Adsit, Sheila Delacroix, Matt Greenwell, Phil Kazemersky, Jane Kushma, Debbie Parker, Dan Quarles, Marsha Scheidt, Linda Smith, Clint Smullen, Bob Swansbrough, Marilyn Willis, and Monty Wilson. 

2. Review of Mission Statement of University Technology Committee

The history of the committee was discussed.  There are several issues that have not been resolved.  Dr. Trimpey asked Adsit, Smullen, and Wilson to prepare a draft of a mission statement for the committee to review at the next meeting.  He also asked them to prepare a document that addresses the unresolved issues/policies to be discussed at the next meeting.  Any decisions made on the mission and policies of the committee will need to go to the Chancellor as a recommendation for approval.

It was suggested that any actions of the University Technology Committee be sent to the Information Technology Coordinating Council, which includes Jim Hicks, Richard Gambrell, Karen Adsit, Clint Smullen, Dan Quarles, and Marilyn Willis.  The members of the University Technology Committee are representing their respective colleges/areas.  It is the member’s responsibility to report back to the deans any actions of the committee.  Dr. Trimpey noted that minutes of the University Technology Committee meetings will now be taken and can be distributed as needed.

A question was raised concerning the request for deans to submit college technology plans.  The Technology Committee never saw those plans.

3. Final Reports and Evaluations of Previously Funded Proposals

The committee has requested that final reports be submitted from previously funded proposals (2000-2001).  A financial reporting was obtained, but project directors need to submit more detailed information which includes an evaluation/assessment of the project.

4. Discussion of FY 2001-2002 Funded Proposals

Due to IRIS, there has been a delay in receiving account numbers for funded proposals.  The account numbers were ordered 2-3 weeks ago.  Parker said it would be okay to order from the departmental E account if the purchases need to be made right away.  A transfer voucher can then be completed to move the money to the proper account once the account number is received.

5. Proposal Process and Calendar for FY 2002-2003

A suggestion was made to move the call for proposals to the end of the fall semester so that this information would be available for the budget hearings in the spring.

Smullen asked when the committee can know exactly how much money is available to award and how much carryover is available.  Parker indicated that the technology fee is enrollment driven.  There is a debt service of $300,000 that comes off the top.  Normally, the funding is around $1.2 million.  An exact figure would not be known until after the spring semester. 

6. Meeting Dates for Fall Semester 2001

The committee will meet twice a month on Fridays at 1:00.  The next meeting will be on Friday, September 21.  Due to the Provost’s calendar, the meeting will be held at 2:30.  All subsequent meetings, however, will be at 1:00 p.m.
