Psychology 510/511   Due at beginning of class next week.

Suppose you are the director of institutional research at a university, and have conducted a survey seeking perceptions of your campus, ACME University.  The data in the file, PERCEPTIONS.XLS represent the responses of a random sample of students at the university.  
You’ve been asked by the chancellor of the university to prepare a report on the survey, focusing on a few of the questions included in the survey.  The data are just as they were entered by the data enterer and have not been checked.  Missing values of all variables are represented by 9’s.  Cases (people) with a missing value on any item should be excluded from the analysis.   For this assignment . . .

a.  The data are in an Excel file.  Move them to SPSS.  Submit in an appendix a printout of the SPSS data editor showing that you’ve moved the data correctly.  Note:  This can be the printout requested in c below.
b.  Compare responses of males vs. female to S8, the question about dropping of football.  Integrate your comparison into the report to the chancellor, but make sure that I can easily identify where your response to this part of the homework begins and ends.  Compute and present appropriate descriptive statistics and include either an appropriate tabular or graphical display that facilitates the comparison.
c.  Create an index of the responses to s1, s2, s9, and s11.  Each respondent’s index score should be the mean of his/her responses to s1, s2, s9, and s11.  You may use the SPSS TRANSFORM -> Compute… menu, or you can do the computations by hand and enter them into the SPSS data editor.  Call the index, ACMESAT, for Satisfaction with Acme University.  To show you’ve created the index, submit in an appendix a printout of the SPSS data editor window showing all the values of ACMESAT.
d.  Compare the index scores of persons who are either Frosh or sophomores with those who are Junior, Senior, or Graduate students.  (You’re comparing two groups – Frosh+Soph vs. Junior+Senior+Graduate.).  Integrate your comparison into the report, making sure I can identify your response to this part. Compute and present appropriate descriptive statistics and include a histogram of each group, with histogram labels identical across groups and histograms placed ond over the other to facilitate comparison.

Note that for the comparisons in b and d, you must compute the appropriate descriptive statistics and create either a tabular or graphical display to facilitate the comparison.  

Present the results in the form of a single memo, with the tables/graphs included in the memo, as if it were to be distributed to the chancellor’s staff.
