Through Mark Making facilitation, 72 students from Brown and Chattanooga Girls Leadership Academies
created a public art installation planned for MLK Blvd. railroad overpass.  Each student articulated three 
dreams for the MLK community.  Forty-eight words were chosen from their writings and each youth 
helped paint the words onto vinyl panels that will be adhered to the overpass.  
 
Community enthusiasm for this project has been phenomenal.  Two hundred twenty (220) local residents 
signed a petition in support of this work by neighborhood youth.

This project is part of Mark Making’s MLK Mural Series, funded in part by Community Foundation of 
Greater Chattanooga, Tennessee Arts Commission, and Mark Making, and has been made possible through 
partnership with Martin Luther King Neighborhood Association and Norfolk Southern Railroad Company.
