COURSE OBJECTIVES:


To explore the historical roots of crime and the development of criminal law.


To be able to identify the difference between substantive and procedural law.


To understand the ways in which criminal responsibility is determined.


To understand the definitions and elements of various types of crimes including, crimes against persons, crimes involving property, white collar crimes, public order offenses and defenses to crimes.


To understand the roles and objectives of judges, prosecutors and defense attorneys in the process of justice.


To review federal and model state codes pertaining to criminal law violations.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

An introduction to substantive and procedural criminal law.  This course covers the sources and historical foundation of criminal laws and procedures that relate to criminal justice system, including the US Constitution and federal and state legislation.  It also reviews the function of law in American society.

CLASS PARTICIPATION AND ATTENDANCE:

This course requires up-to-date reading.  Lectures will not be effective if the student has failed to prepare for class.  This course also requires class participation.  Attendance is expected and may affect your final grade.

EVALUATION:

There will be three exams (including the final exam).  Each exam will count 25% toward your final grade.  Exams will be a combination of multiple choice, true-false and essay.  Make up exams will not be offered except for emergencies.  Class projects and class participation will make up the remaining 25% of your grade.  Projects for extra credit may be assigned at the discretion of and with the approval of the instructor.
