The second longitudinal report shows means for BCSSE scales and NSSE Engagement Indicators (Els) for students
grouped by expectations for studying (‘16 or more hours/week' or ‘15 or fewer hours/week') and, regardless of expected study time, whether their study expectations

were met.

3. Mean difference and statistical comparison: Items with mean differences that are larger than would be expected by chance are noted with asterisks referring to
three significance levels (*p < .05, **p <.01, ***p <.001). Significance levels indicate the probability that an observed difference is due to chance. Statistical
significance does not guarantee the result is substantive or important. Large sample sizes tend to generate more statistically significant results even though the
magnitude of mean differences may be inconsequential. Consult effect sizes (see #4) to judge the practical meaning of differences. Unless otherwise noted,
statistical comparisons are two-tailed independent t- tests.

4. Effect size: Effect size indicates practical significance. An effect size of .2 is often considered small, .5 moderate, and .8 large. Effect sizes for independent t- tests
use Cohen's d. Cohen's d is calculated by dividing the mean difference by the pooled standard deviation. See: Cohen, J. (1988). Statistical power analysis for the
behavioral sciences (2nd edition).
