preference	in	the	selection	procedures	in	subsequent	years	with	all	other	things	being
equal.

The	Alex	Radin	Scholarship	is	awarded	without	regard	to	race,	sex,	religion,	age,	national	origin	
or	sexual	orientation.		The	College	of	Arts	and	Science	will	not	award	scholarships	to	applicants	
who	are	not	qualified	and	reserves	the	right	not	to	award	a	scholarship	in	a	given	year.	

Selection	Criteria	
1. Demonstrated	or	expressed	a	desire	in	pursuing	a	degree	in	liberal	arts	or	related	field.
2. Student	essay
3. Letters	of	recommendation

Application	Requirements	
To	be	considered	for	the	Alex	Radin	Scholarship	,		applicants	must	complete	an	application,	
including	all	required	documents,	and	mail	these	materials	to	College	of	Arts	and	Sciences	(address	
below)	by	June	1st.	Materials	that	are	postmarked	after	June	1st	will	not	be	considered.	Successful	
applicants	will	be	notified	by	July	1st.			

The	application	must	include:	
1. A	completed	application	form.	Only	complete	application	forms	will	be	considered.
2. Two	letters	of	recommendation	with	at	least	one	from	a	teacher	or	high	school

official.
3. An	official	high	school	transcript	including	GPA	and	rank.
4. A	one	page	(<	500	words)	statement	stating	the	applicant's	qualifications	and

educational	and	career	goals.

All	four	of	the	above	items	must	be	submitted	before	the	application	will	be	considered.
