Admission offers will be extended between December-March to applicants whom have 

been interviewed While most admissions decisions will be sent out in March, in some 

instances applicants may hear from the LMU-CVM Admissions Committee earlier. The 

Admissions Committee decision will be one of the following: Accepted: Per AAVMC 

policy, accepted applicants have until April 15 to notify schools of their admissions 

decision. Waitlist: Competitive applicants not offered a seat will remain on the waitlist. 

Applicants on the waitlist may receive, upon availability, an offer of acceptance April to 

August. Deny: Non-competitive applicants, based upon the total applicant pool, will be 

denied a seat. The Dean will make final decisions as to those candidates offered 

admission based upon the recommendations from the Admissions Committee.

Completion of a Bachelor’s degree is 

not a requirement for admission. 

However all pre-requisite course 

requirements must be completed by 

the Spring semester/quarter prior to 

entry
